On May 3, 1885, the WSC approved a motion "that the WSO be instructed to have
the Basic Text professionally edited to ensure consistent and correct use of
capitalization, verb tenses, gender, singular/plural endings, and other
grammatical errors and that the edited text be returned to the literature review
committee for acceptance and approval prior to printing and distribution.”
(Minutes, WSC’85, pg. 36. The motion carried 47:1:3.) Work was begun late in
1985, but was not completed before the 1986 annual meeting of the World
Service Conference.
